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Creative Poetry Writing for Grade Twelve Student
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Abstract

The objectives of this research were to 1) study the grade-twelve students’ abilities in
creative poetry writing before and after using the intertextuality approach, 2) The effectiveness of
intertextuality approach for enhancing the students’ ability in creative poetry writing. 3) study the
grade- twelve students’ abilities in creative poetry writing after the employment of the intertextuality
approach with the achievement criteria of 80%.

The samples of 40 grade-twelve students of Mathayom Wat Sing School under the Office
of Education al Service Area 1 were purposively selected.

The research tools used were 1) the four 50-minute lesson plans of creative poetry writing
based on intertextuality approach, 2) The written test to evaluate the student’s abilities in creative
poetry writing before and after employment of the intertextuality approach.

One-way ANOVA, repeated measures, one sample t-test” and analyzing data were used
from the student’ abilities.

One-way ANOVA, repeated measures, one sample t-test, t-test dependent data and analyzing
were used from the student’ abilities.

The results of the research were as follows;

1. The students’ abilities in writing creative poetry after using the intertexuality approach
were higher and significantly different from the abilities before using the intertexuality approach
at the level of .01.

2. The development of the student’ abilities in writing creative poetry was higher after
using the intertexuality approach.

3. The abilities in creative poetry writing of the samples taught with intertexuality approach

were higher than the achievement criteria of 80%.
