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Abstract

This cross-sectional descriptive study aimed
to examine the levels of emotional quotient (E.Q.)
among nursing students in a private university in
goodness, intelligence, happiness, and the overall,
and compare the differences of E.Q. in goodness,
intelligence, happiness, and the overall among
the nursing students with their differences of years
of study, cumulative grade point average (CGPA)
and experience of participation in activities. A
simple random sampling was used to recruit
a sample of 260 nursing students who were

currently studying in year 1-4 of the 2™ semester
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in the academic year 2016 of a private university,
Bangkok. Data were carried out in March to
April, 2017. Research instruments included a
demographic questionnaire and the E.Q.
questionnaire with its Cronbach’s alpha of .88.
Descriptive statistics, One-way ANOVA, and t-test
were utilized to analyze the data.

Results revealed that almost a total of the
participants (95.5-100.0%) had normal to higher
level of goodness, intelligence, happiness, and
the overall E.Q. The nursing students with
differences of years of study and CGPA were found
no difference of the E.Q. in goodness, intelligence,
happiness, and the overall (p > .05). Additionally,
nursing students who had experience of participation
in activities had their E.Q. in intelligence higher
than those who had no such the experience. These
findings suggest that nursing instructors and
administrators should manage teaching and
learning, as well as promote experience of
participation in activities for nursing students
continually during the study program. As a result,
the E.Q., especially in intelligence would be
increasing.
